Divorced ex-officer.

A Major WRAC, rebadged RAOC, rebadged RLC then transferred to RA as a TAVR Watchkeeper.   Married with 2 small children her life began to fall apart when her husband left and they entered into an acrimonious divorce.  To compound her problems she was left with a house in a state of disrepair and it is still not yet finished some years down  the line.  There was an ongoing dispute with a neighbour who seems intent on being as obnoxious as possible and prolonging the agony by forcing her to court to get even modest works done to prevent the building being riddled with damp.  She could not sell the house because of the ongoing disputes and as she was not working she would have problems getting a mortgage.  She was referred to the Officers’ Association Employment Department for help with job-seeking.   Although her income was good, with high expenditure on the children and the home, she had a weekly deficiency of £100. The Benevolence Committee awarded grants towards decoration, household furnishings and she was given further help towards general expenses.
